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When we have a report of head-lice and nits. Following the policy that prevention is better than cure, may I suggest the following.

Comb, rather than brush the hair as soon as your child gets home. This will break the legs of any lice present and leave them unable to feed or lay eggs.  

Combing must always start at the scalp and run to the very tip of the hair.

At least once a week:

Apply conditioner to wet hair and use a nit-comb – dividing hair into sections and running the comb from roots to tip. After each stroke, wipe clean the comb on tissue and check for lice. They are greyish brown, wingless insects about this big

Continue until all of the hair has been combed. This should ensure no lice are missed. If lice are found, and you wish to eradicate them without the use of chemicals, this process MUST be repeated every 2-3 DAYS for 2 WEEKS so that the lice hatching during this period do not have the opportunity to spread.

Chemical head-lice treatments are available from your local pharmacy or your 
G.P.

Head lice and nits Policy 
If your child has Nits or Head lice you should keep them off of Pre-school whilst you treat the hair.

 

Your child should be kept off for 48 hours to allow the chemicals to kill the Head lice/nits. This is due to the fact that not all eggs are eliminated by the chemicals and hatch which, restarts the cycle.

 

If your child returns and the lice/nits are observed by a member of staff (incidentally, we do not purposefully check the children’s hair!) your child will be sent home and you will be asked to follow the above procedure.

 

Please remember that the above procedures need to be followed otherwise these little beasts will never be eliminated!!
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
